Hi there!

I'm so excited that you are interested in my teaching tool!  It is being used in two other countries as well as around the states.  I hope that you find it useful.  I developed this bingo game a few years ago and have refined it to where I'm pretty happy with it.  We also play Jeopardy to review chapter information and prepare for tests -that's pretty simple to develop on your own.  The instructions follow below.  

You will need to download the four files in addition to this “How To” letter.  These are all Word files so you can update and adapt them to meet your own needs.  

STI Bingo

There are four documents.  

1-Filled in STI chart with current correct information.

2-STI charts that have partial information that students fill in on their own for a credit assignment.

3-STI charts with partial information that I use as Bingo Cards.

4-A completed STI Chart with the order of items that are called off during Bingo. (Use a highlighter pen so you can find the numbers more easily.)

You will also need some prizes for the Bingo winners.  I usually play until all the items have been called off.  Depending on how many students do the assignment (for me it is Extra Credit), it may only be two groups that complete it or the entire class.  

How I use this activity:

A week or so ahead of time, I hand out the STI blanks for students to fill out as an EC assignment.  You can make it regular homework.  I mimic the statistics in their textbook but some things are also updated online.  Students may either look for info in their book or online.  

The day we play bingo, I collect all their completed assignments at the beginning of class.  

Students gather in groups of three to play Bingo in teams.  They are not allowed to look up answers in the book or other materials.  The point is for the three students to discuss what category the item belongs in, and then figure out which infection it has to do with.  Once they get five CORRECT answers (row, column, diagonally), each group member gets a prize.  I check the answers privately rather than out loud.  

At the conclusion of the game, I pass out the completed chart HO's and we go over them.  

BTW, I don't grade the completed charts on accuracy in every single spot - I'd go nuts.  I look for glaring errors and whether they put forth the effort needed to get the points.  The final word is on the STI chart I give them.
